In 1948 the Sukys family
was deported from Lithuania
to the Manski district in the
Krasnoyarsk region of Sibe-
ria. In a letter, Aldute thanks
her aunt for a package in
which she received shoes, her
brother a wallet, and her sis-
ter a fountain pen.

In the “Hope & Spirit” ex-
hibit, the Balzekas Museum
of Lithuanian Culture, 6500
S. Pulaski Road, has two pho-
tographs of the Sukys family,
20 letters written by the par-
ents and 11 letters written by
the children.

This is just a small part of
the 218 original photographs,
157 original letters and 71 en-
velopes from Siberia, that are
on display. All of these items,
and many others on display,
are extremely rare. Many of
these letters had been sent
to London, England, Sydney,
Australia, Chicago, Illinois,
Toronto, Ontario, North Bay,
Ontario and Montreal, Que-
bec, from across wide swaths
